Posters

(Including virtual presentations)
	Presenters will share their research studies in poster format and engage attendees in questions and discussion of the research elements during the session. The poster will be posted during the session. In addition to the general research posters, virtual presentations will be accepted. Virtual presenters should register for the conference to have their presentation available to conference attendees.
